GENERAL STATEMENT

It is very important that everyone involved in the life of this school understands that
harmful behaviour such as bullying will not be tolerated. The school’s aim is to eliminate
bullying by any adult or child. It also aims to promote good behaviour.

ANTI BULLYING REGULATION 3.(2)(a)

This regulation requires St Andrew’s Prep School and Pre-Prep Department to have a
written policy not only to help staff and pupils to deal with bullying when it occurs but
most important to prevent it.

INTRODUCTION

This ant-bullying policy reflects our Aims of Education for all children as well as the
School Values.

o0 to develop children as individuals and as members of the community with
positive attributes of co-operation, empathy, justice, self discipline and tolerance

O to care for everyone in our society irrespective of race, culture, disability, gender
or social background

O to teach the principles which separate right from wrong

O to ensure that parents, teachers and children are able to talk to each other in an
open and respectful way

This policy links with the Every Child Matters agenda, in that every child has a right to
grow up safe, healthy, enjoying and achieving, making a positive contribution and
achieving economic well-being. :

DEFINITIONS OF BULLYING
Bullying is defined in a number of different ways:

o Bullying may take various forms, including:

o Physical
e.g. kicking, hitting, pushing, intimidating behaviour or interference with
petsonal property

o Verbal/Psychological
e.g. threats, taunts, shunning/ostracism, name-calling/verbal abuse or
spreading of rumours



o Racist Bullying -
e.g. physical, verbal, written, on-line or text abuse or ridicule based on
differences of race, colour, ethnicity, nationality, culture or language

o Faith-based Bullying
e.g. negative stereotyping, name-calling or ridiculing based on religion

© Sexist Bullying
e.g. use of sexist language or negative stereotyping based on gender

o Sexual Bullying
e.g. unwanted/inappropriate physical contact ot sexual innuendo

© Homophobic Bullying
e.g. name-calling, innuendo or negative stereotyping based on sexual
orientation or use of homophobic language

o SEN / Disability Bullying
e.g. name-calling, innuendo, negative stereotyping or excluding from activity
based on disability or learning difficulties

o Gifted/Talented Bullying
e.g. name-calling, innuendo, ostracism or negative peer pressure based on
high levels of ability or effort

o Cyber Bullying
e.g. abuse on-line or via text message, interfering with electronic files, setting
up ot promoting inappropriate websites and inappropriate sharing of images
from webcams/mobile phones e.g. abuse on-line or via text message.

POSSIBLE PSYCHOLOGICAL DAMAGE

The whole school acknowledges that bullying can lead to psychological damage and even
suicide and that bullying can in certain circumstances lead to criminal action (although
not a specific criminal offence, there are criminal laws which apply to harassment and
threatening behaviour).

WHAT IS MEANT BY THE TERM BULLYING

Bullying 1s an act of aggression causing embarrassment, pain ot discomfort to another:
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It can take a number of forms: physical, verbal, gesture, extortion and exclusion
It 1s an abuse of power

It can be planned and organised or it may be unintentional

Individuals or groups may be mvolved
